Planning of cycle rides for Coalition members:  
· A tentative schedule for Sunday rides on the 1st and 3rd Sundays of the month starting at 10:00 a.m. is shown below.  

· This committee recommends that the ride schedule is posted on the website and that an e-mail is sent to all members to let them know the schedule has been posted.  

· The rides could also be posted in community events in the local paper(s) to encourage potential members to come out and “try us”.

· The website notice should also indicate that all types of bikes (including electric bikes) and riders are welcome and will be supported.
· Riders should be encouraged to bring a spare tube, tire levers, a pump, water, suitable clothing for the weather, and perhaps coffee money.

· Helmets are mandatory.

Suggested ride schedule: (start time 10:00 a..m.)
May 2 – Meet at the Filberg Centre (lower parking lot) and ride the Condensory/Dove Creek loop (approximately 20 kms – minimal hills)

May 16 – Meet at the school on Guthrie (past Torrence) and rideto Lazo 
Rd., Point Holmes, Kye Bay viewpoint, past the airport – add Powell River ferry loop if the group wishes – (20-25 kms with one short steep hill)

June 6 – Meet at the Filberg Centre (lower parking lot) and ride to Cumberland for 

coffee (25 -30 kms with some gradual climbing out to Cumberland)
June 20 – Meet at the Filberg Centre (lower parking lot) and ride out Headquarters to Merville (25 -30kms with some gradual climbing on Headquarters)

July 4 – Meet at the school on the corner of Guthrie past Torrence and ride to the Cortes Bakery store at the end of Bates Road (30-35 kms with minor hills)
July 18 – Meet at Filberg Centre (lower parking lot) and ride to Union Bay (30 kms with minor hills)
*****Note to the Board***** – we will need 2 coalition members at each ride to lead and sweep.  Can we develop a schedule for this so people know in advance when they are committed to the Sunday rides?  
NEXT MEETING: The date for the next meeting has not been set yet.  When we see the interest in the Sunday rides we will meet again and continue the schedule through August and September, and also look at one or two social events e.g. rides with picnics at a beach (destination rides).
